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What is PENPAC? 

The Private Enterprise Political Action Committee (PENPAC) was founded in 1979, as a general business political action committee, to give financial support to business minded candidates for the New Jersey State Assembly and Senate. Direct financial contributions are given to those candidates who support less government regulation and lower taxes. Members of the Commerce and Industry Association of New Jersey formed PENPAC to compliment the Association's legislative lobbying efforts and provide a vehicle to become politically active. PENPAC funds are derived from voluntary contributions, independent from Association dues.

Who receives PENPAC contributions? 

Incumbents and challengers from any political party are eligible to receive PENPAC funds, provided they: 

· demonstrate a belief in free market concepts 

· commit to reducing government regulations 

· support efforts to control state spending and oppose unwarranted tax increases

· have a reasonable possibility of being elected
How do you raise money for PENPAC?
Direct contributions and support of fundraising events enable PENPAC to fight for free enterprise beliefs. Both individual and corporate donations are permitted while certain "regulated industries" such as utilities, banking, and insurance are prohibited from corporate contributions. PENPAC contributions are a great way to ensure that your political contribution is wisely spent. 

Why should I support PENPAC? 
Legislators make decisions, which both directly and indirectly affect your ability to operate your business profitably. There are significant resources dedicated to groups which oppose free enterprise. If you do not become politically active, you run the great risk of seeing your business crippled by even higher taxes, more regulations and less efficient government. Voters should always support candidates who represent them well; PENPAC allows you to leverage your campaign contribution by combining it with other business people to promote a unified message that is hard to ignore.
